Sociology Resources for Librarians Session
Presentations were given on various Social Science resources, highlighting important resources in a chosen discipline. Done in groups of two, the following are slides from my portion of the presentation, which showed students the databases available from the United States Census Bureau and the National Opinion Research Center. As groups were chosen, no group volunteered to cover the topic of Statistical information. Many students expressed a lack of knowledge about statistics, as well as an interest in learning more about statistics that might be relevant to them. Because statistics are an integral part of Sociology, I volunteered to briefly explain some basic statistical terms, what types of information might be asked for in a library, and gave a general explanation of how to find data using the GSS as an example.
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1) Overview of the sites discussed, and what data those sites are useful for.
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2) Descriptions of the different types of information gathered by the USCB
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3) The different ways to access data and description of the information gathered
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4) Reiteration of the different types of questions asked by the GSS and the USCB
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5) Explanation of common statistical terms and data available
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6) Explanation of Codebook, how to find codes, and inputting codes into the program
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7) Understanding output and reading tables and graphs
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
